Day 1:  Join us as we travel to the beautiful Fin-
ger Lakes region of New York State!  Enjoy a 
50-minute sightseeing cruise on Seneca 
Lake.

Enjoy an included lunch and 
wine tasting at a local winery. 
 
Enjoy a guided tour of Letchworth State Park, 
renowned as the "Grand Canyon of the East."  
It is one of the most scenically magnificent areas 
in the eastern U.S. The Genesee River roars 
through the gorge over three major waterfalls 
between cliffs--as high as 600 feet in some plac-
es--surrounded by lush forests. (B,L) 
 
Day 3:  Start your day with a visit to Christ  
Episcopal Church and its stained glass win-
dows by Tiffany.  Enjoy a visit to the Corning 
Museum of Glass in Corning, NY, with time for 
self-guided touring, and browsing in its wonder-
ful gift shop. (B)
